Energy gives power to many things we need and use. Most of the energy people use comes from
coal, oil, and gas. They are called fossil fuels. Those fuels come from fossils under the ground.
Fossils are the remains of plants and animals that lived long ago. Burning fossil fuels pollutes the
air. The air becomes dirty. That can be harmful to people, animals, and plants.

Now more people are using clean energy. Such energy does not pollute the air. Two kinds of
clean energy are wind power and solar power.

Solar power: The sun gives Earth heat and light. Some homes have solar panels on the roof. The
panels collect sun light and turn it into electricity. That is a kind of energy. It lets people do many
things.

Albert Einstein, a physicist, was born on March 14, 1879, in Germany. He could change people’s
understanding of the physical world, therefore, he has been considered as one of the greatest
thinkers in science. After graduating in 1900, Einstein had a hard time finding a job. He finally got a
job at the Swiss Patent Office in 1902. This job gave him the time to do some of his important
works like writing theoretic papers on physics, especially his Theory of Relativity.

He became a professor at the German University in Prague. He began working at the Prussian
Academy of Sciences in Berlin in 1914, and soon finished his work on his General Theory of
Relativity, which was published in 1916. Einstein was awarded the Nobel Prize for physics in 1921.
In 1933, he left Germany because of the strict rules of Hitler. He went to work at the Institute of
Advanced Study at Princeton University in New Jersey. He later became a U.S citizen. During
World War II, he wrote a letter to President Roosevelt expressing his worry about the atomic bomb.

After stopping his work in the institute in 1945, he spent much of his time giving lectures and
speeches and working on theories. In his final years, he lost his health. He was hospitalized with
stomach pains several times, and he died on April 18, 1955.

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For English teachers, a dictionary is essential for any teaching program and needs to be used
carefully. A dictionary is the basic thing for any language class. The most important thing that a
student should know is how to use it. A student needs to have at least three dictionaries available to
learn English properly. The first one should be a bilingual dictionary that covers words in the native
language as well as in English. The second one should be a monolingual dictionary that gives word
information in English. The third one should be a native language dictionary.

When teaching begins, learners will use a bilingual dictionary for simple translations.
Monolingual dictionaries are also necessary pieces of language learning studies, because they
provide learners with definitions, pronunciations, etc. The problem becomes hard with studies when
the students do not fully understand the words they are translating, and they get confused. Teachers
know that they should clear up the confusion quickly before they jump into to the next lesson. When
the students enter a more advanced level, they must have a native language dictionary that relates to
their own language.

Sometimes, 12 or 24 batteries, or more, are needed to power the car. Just like a remote-controlled
car, an electric car has an electric motor that turns the wheels and a battery to run the motor.
Electricity, the same energy that lights your lamps and runs your TV, is stored in batteries on an
electric car. The batteries can be like the batteries you find in flashlights or in regular gasoline cars.
To get the battery ready to roll, you have to charge it. This process isn’t much different from the
way you charge the portable devices you carry around every day: your cell phone, MP3 player, or
digital camera. The difference is that you deal with a much bigger gadget that carries you around
instead.

And today, it's still
a powerful resource that can generate clean, renewable, and cheap electricity. They produce energy
from running water and convert it to electricity. The power that is produced as a result of falling or
running water is called “hydroelectric power” or “hydropower”. Turbines and generators convert
this power into electricity.
